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The survey taken by the septage committee indicates that a significant percentage of regulators are not familiar with the EPA 503 Regulations that govern the land application of septage.  
Current Statute (25-10)

The current statutory requirements were promulgated prior to the EPA 503 Regulation, or to any other specific regulation.  They place responsibility for septage regulation on local boards of health for: 

· Disposal of septage at a site and in a manner that does not create a hazard to the public health, a nuisance, or and undue risk of pollution.  
In addition: under General Prohibitions:

· All persons shall dispose of septage removed from systems in the process of maintenance at an approved site and in an approved manner under this article. 
Other States

Other states, use the following to address septage: 

· EPA 503 Regulations

· State-specific regulations under their water quality act

· State Individual Sewage Disposal Regulations
· A state permit for each land application site, that uses the 503 Regulation

· Leave it up to local control

Committee Recommendations
The OWS Septage committee recommends revising the current statutory language to be more specific regarding septage regulations.  Without proposing specific statutory language, the committee recommends that the statutory revisions address the following:

· Clearly authorize, but not require, the CDPHE or Local Health Department’s (LHD’s) to promulgate septage regulations.  

· Don’t reference specific existing regulations, as these may change, e.g. 503 Regulations.

· State that that the treatment, beneficial use, or disposal of septage shall comply with applicable EPA, CDPHE or LHD regulations.  

· State that regulations promulgated by CDPHE or LHD’s shall be “no less restrictive” than applicable EPA regulations governing septage.
